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1EXHIBIT A-STATEMENT OF WORK AND BUDGET




1. PARTIES

This Interagency Agreement (hereinafter called “Agreement”) is entered into by and between the Insert Paying Agency Full Legal Name (hereinafter called “AGENCY #1'S INITIALS”), and the Insert Receiving Agency Full Legal Name (hereinafter called “AGENCY #2'S INITIALS”), who may collectively be called the “Parties” and individually a “Party”, both of which are agencies of the STATE OF COLORADO, hereinafter called the “State”.

This Agreement shall not be effective or enforceable until it is approved and signed by the Colorado State Controller or designee (hereinafter called the “Effective Date”), but shall be effective and enforceable thereafter in accordance with its provisions.

3. RECITALS

A. Authority, Appropriation, And Approval

Authority to enter into this Agreement exists in Please cite Statutory or other legal reference and funds have been budgeted, appropriated and otherwise made available pursuant to Please cite Statutory or other legal reference and a sufficient unencumbered balance thereof remains available for payment. Required approvals, clearance and coordination have been accomplished from and with appropriate agencies. 

B. Consideration

The Parties acknowledge that the mutual promises and covenants contained herein and other good and valuable consideration are sufficient and adequate to support this Agreement.
C. Purpose

4. TERM AND EARLY TERMINATION

A. Term-Work Commencement

The Parties respective performances under this Agreement shall commence on the later of the Effective Date or Month Day, Year. This Agreement shall terminate on Month Day, Year unless sooner terminated or further extended as specified elsewhere herein. Either Party may terminate this Agreement by giving the other Party       days prior written notice setting forth the date of termination. Upon termination the liabilities of the Parties for future performance hereunder shall cease, but the Parties shall perform their respective obligations up to the date of termination.

B. Two Month Extension

AGENCY #1'S INITIALS, at its sole discretion upon written notice to AGENCY #2'S INITIALS as provided in §10, may unilaterally extend the term of this Agreement for a period not to exceed two months if the Parties are negotiating a replacement agreement (and not merely seeking a term extension) at or near the end of any initial term or any extension thereof. The provisions of this Agreement in effect when such notice is given, including, but not limited to prices, rates, and delivery requirements, shall remain in effect during the two-month extension. The two month extension shall immediately terminate when and if a replacement agreement is approved and signed by the State Controller.

5. STATEMENT OF WORK

A. Work

AGENCY #2'S INITIALS shall complete the Work and its other obligations as described herein and in Exhibit Insert letter of applicable Exhibit (A, B, C, etc) on or before Month Day, Year. AGENCY #1'S INITIALS shall not be liable to compensate AGENCY #2'S INITIALS for any Work performed prior to the Effective Date or after the termination of this Agreement.

B. Goods and Services

AGENCY #2'S INITIALS shall procure goods and services necessary to complete its obligations. Such procurement shall be accomplished using Agreement Funds and shall not increase the maximum amount payable hereunder by AGENCY #1'S INITIALS. 
6. PAYMENTS-MAXIMUM AMOUNT 

The maximum amount payable under this Agreement to AGENCY #2'S INITIALS by AGENCY #1'S INITIALS is Insert Max $ Amount, as determined by AGENCY #1'S INITIALS from available funds. Payments to AGENCY #2'S INITIALS are limited to the unpaid obligated balance of this Agreement set forth in Exhibit Insert letter of applicable Exhibit (A, B, C, etc). AGENCY #1'S INITIALS shall make payment for purchases of goods and services within 30 days after receipt of valid invoices from AGENCY #2'S INITIALS. Payments shall be made by an interagency transfer in lieu of a State warrant whenever possible. 7. 
RECORDS-MAINTENANCE AND INSPECTION

A. Maintenance

During the term of this Agreement and for a period terminating upon the later of (i) the five year anniversary of the final payment under this Agreement or (ii) the resolution of any pending Agreement matters (the “Record Retention Period”), each Party shall maintain, and allow inspection and monitoring by the other Party, and any other duly authorized agent of a governmental agency, of a complete file of all records, documents, communications, notes and other written materials, electronic media files, and communications, pertaining in any manner to the work or the delivery of services or goods hereunder.

B. Inspection

AGENCY #1'S INITIALS shall have the right to inspect AGENCY #2'S INITIALS performance at all reasonable times and places during the term of this Agreement. AGENCY #2'S INITIALS shall permit AGENCY #1'S INITIALS, and any other duly authorized agent of a governmental agency having jurisdiction to monitor all activities conducted pursuant to this Agreement, to audit, inspect, examine, excerpt, copy and/or transcribe AGENCY #2'S INITIALS's records related to this Agreement during the Record Retention Period to assure compliance with the terms hereof or to evaluate performance hereunder. Monitoring activities controlled by AGENCY #1'S INITIALS shall not unduly interfere with AGENCY #2'S INITIALS’s performance hereunder.

8. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION-STATE RECORDS

Each Party shall treat the confidential information of the other Party with the same degree of care and protection it affords to its own confidential information, unless a different standard is set forth in this Agreement. Each Party shall notify the other Party immediately if it receives a request or demand from a third party for records or information of the other Party.

9. FAILURE TO PERFORM-DISPUTES

The failure of a Party to perform its respective obligations in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement is a breach of this Agreement. In the event of disputes concerning performance hereunder or otherwise related to this Agreement, the Parties shall attempt to resolve them at the divisional level. If this fails, disputes shall be referred to senior departmental management staff designated by each Party. If this fails, the executive director of each Party shall meet and attempt resolution. If this fails, the matter shall be submitted in writing by both Parties to the State Controller, whose decision shall be final.
10. NOTICE AND REPRESENTATIVES
Each individual identified below is the principal representative of the designating Party. All notices required to be given hereunder shall be hand delivered with receipt required or sent by certified or registered mail to such Party’s principal representative at the address set forth below. In addition to, but not in lieu of a hard-copy notice, notice also may be sent by e-mail to the e-mail addresses, if any, set forth below. Either Party may from time to time designate by written notice substitute addresses or persons to whom such notices shall be sent. Unless otherwise provided herein, all notices shall be effective upon receipt.
